7.5-10 cm above the puncture site and tighten it. When the
blood flows into the first tube, loosen the tourniquet by pressing
the button (1) for quick release or by pressing the lined area (2)
below the button (slow release).

Caution: Do not apply high pressures that may impair arterial
blood flow to the extremity. Release tourniquet as soon as
blood starts to flow into the first tube. Too long and too high
stasis may contribute to haemolysis. Do not use on broken skin.
